Types of Errors:

· Run-time: Errors that occur while your code is executing. Ex: Dividing by zero
· Syntax (compile errors): Variety of errors relating to entering the code itself. Includes incorrectly spelled keywords, mismatched parentheses, and a wide variety of other errors. Syntax errors are the easiest to fix because the program highlights problem areas.

· Logic: These are errors that occur through faulty programming. Logical errors may or may not cause a run-time error. In many cases they will simply produce incorrect results.

Logic Errors?
Tips for Finding Errors:
· Be careful about variables used, spelling, etc.

· Watch the order of variables. eg. (a,b,k)

· Watch for infinite loops.

· Use VBA debugger to run through program.

· Use "watch variable" feature under debug to follow designated variables and
their value throughout the program.
